Wensleydale

One of the largest dales with the river Ure
beginning its seaward journey some six miles
west of the small market town of Hawes in the
heart of the great Pennine divide, a mere
stones throw from the source of the river Eden
which chooses to flow west to the distant
Solway firth.

The valley at first narrow with the moorland
steeps and slopes of Abbotside Common,
Shunner Fell and Widdale Fell converging on
the rushing river to leave a slender corridor of
cultivated meadowland undulating between. So
soon the valley changes and the river slows to
a lazy meander as it reaches Hawes.

The fells retreat behind their many escarpments
and with each mile the pastures climb higher up
the valley sides, meadows grow richer,
woodland appears and the dale is softer,
verdant and pleasing to the eye. With passing
miles the fells break to form stately, isolated
peaks such as Addlebrough and Penhill
allowing tributaries to fill the river and other
dales to approach.

Now on past the larger market town of Leyburn
in the lower dale and out to join the Cover
where the fells all but disappear and the valley
is rich and fertile as it spreads in minor
undulations to join the Vale of York. Such a
diverse dale with natural wonders over all its
length. The highest waterfall in England at
Hardraw, the shortest river tributary in the Bain
flowing from the legendary Lake Semerwater to
the Roman town of Bainbridge, the magnificent
falls at Aysgarth and other minor falls too
numerous to mention.

Majestic history in the castles of Bolton and
Middleham, stately homes and many country
halls. Villages and smaller settlements aplenty,
some snuggled into the hillsides on high
escarpments, others sitting close to the river
but all unigue and some acclaimed for beauty
on a national scale.

Thirn Wensleydale

Here in the lower reaches of Wensleydale the
Pennine peaks have been left behind, but still
dominate the western horizon, and the river Ure
begins its slow and twisting journey southward
into the Vale of York.

The countryside is rich rolling farmland with
verdant, tree lined meadows, glorious
cornfields and deciduous woods interspersed
with stately houses and formal parkland.

A softer landscape than the dales, running
along the edge of the vale from Richmond in
the north to Ripon in the south. There are many
small and attractive villages to discover in the
nearby area and lots of leisure and pleasure
opportunities to enjoy both indoors and
outdoors.

Thirn is a small, linear village nestling halfway
between the cobbled market towns of Bedale
and Masham, gateways to the dales. A sleepy
village, in a tranquil setting, away from main
roads, but within easy reach of the dales and
the Vale of York.

Violet Cottage adjoins Whiteacre, a stone-built
bungalow, facing south on the western fringe of the
village sitting in nearly one acre of grounds, with a
beautiful garden and bordering on open meadows.

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Masham Wensleydale

In the last reaches of the Pennines the river Ure
twists and turns with the undulating landscape.
The river is now so full and wide that bridging is
difficult and sites of crossings are route centres,
around which important local settlements were
founded. One such settlement is the small market
town of Masham, a 6Gate
ancient market town since 1393 with one of the
largest market places in the north of England, now
faced by stylish Georgian buildings which
surround the central market cross. The once
famed annual sheep sales, where over 80,000
head would be sold in just three days still
continues to this day during September, albeit on
a much smaller scale,
largest steam rallies in July. Now most famous for
the Theakstonds and Bl
owned by the Theakston family who first started
brewing in 1827 and warmly welcome visitors to
watch them ply their crafts and sample the
rewards of their labour. The town is embraced by
the river and surrounding slopes and sits
picturesquely with the
church visible from miles around. Pretty riverside
walks with parkland and playing fields on the
doorstep, the nearby stately grounds of Swinton

2 Dairy

On the northern fringes of the town in an area locally known as
Wellgarth, in the past a local place for drawing water and still the site of
the artesian well for the Black Sheep brewery, are a group of houses
and cottages once associated with brewing.

Dairy Cottages were once owned by Lightfoots Brewery who were
bought by Theakstons, the famed local brewers, and were sold to the
local dairy to be used as part of the dairy production with milk being
stored in the extensive cellars
cottages and cellars were converted to dwellings in the middle of the
last century and have recently been renovated to modern standards.
Five stone steps lead to the front door of the cottage which opens into a
cosy lounge with open beamed ceiling, exposed masonry wall with
original oak lintels and wood-burning stove with slate hearth. Through
the lounge is a well equipped fitted kitchen with open beamed ceiling
and laminate floor. Stairs rise from the lounge to a double bedroom and
a single bedroom, both with exposed beams and a fully tiled bathroom
with bath, shower, washbasin and toilet which has a vaulted ceiling with
a roof-light. At the front of the cottage is a gravelled area which can be
used for parking or sitting out to enjoy the afternoon sunshine.

The cottages are adjacent to courtyard fronting the White Bear Hotel
which is still a flagship pub for Theakstons with the Black Sheep
Brewery and visitor centre just around the corner. This is a delightful
littte gem of a cottage which has been renovated in a traditional dales
style. Providing an essence of past times with modern comforts and
sympathetically furnished to allow its character to stand out. An honest
little cottage situated in a small but lively market town which provides a

Park Street is one of the small roads leading from the market place
with rows of finely built terraced cottages. As Park Street recedes
from the market place it is joined from the west by Swinton Terrace
which leads out to Masham Golf Club and the glories of Swinton
Park.

Just before the junction with Swinton terrace is a short row of stone
built terraced cottages sitting back from the roadway. Magnolia
Cottage is a modern conversion snuggled in at the end of this short
terrace. To the front of the cottage is a paved yard, shared by the
adjoining cottage, with flower borders, a mature garden and ample
room for parking.

Entry is to a hallway with a small utility alcove which leads through to
the main lounge/dining room at the rear of the cottage. The lounge
has a large patio door leading out to a small garden with lawn and
flagged area to sit and enjoy the afternoon and evening sunshine.
Adjoining the lounge is a well fitted galley kitchen and also a wet
room with shower, washbasin and toilet. Also off the main hallway to
the front of the cottage is a double bedroom overlooking the yard
and front garden. A stairway rises from the lounge to a second
double bedroom built into the rafters with roof lights which provide a
warm natural glow to the room.

Thorpe End Collage masham

Thorpe Road is the continuation of Park Street as it recedes from the
market place and is so hamed since it links Masham with the nearby
village of Grewelthorpe. The neat Victorian, stone terraced cottages
now only embrace one side of the street and Thorpe End Cottage is the
last such cottage near the outskirts of the town.

Entry is to a cosy lounge with beam and board ceiling, stained wood
floor and stone-worked fireplace with inset range and canopy. Off the
lounge is a dining room with pine dado and an adjoining spacious and
well equipped kitchen with hardwood worktops and Belfast sink, both
rooms have stained wood floors. Large french windows lead from the
kitchen to a patio and small, private garden with informal flower pots
and tubs to provide a secluded haven for summer days and evenings.
To the side of the kitchen is also a small conservatory that can be
accessed from the garden or by french windows from the dining room.
A stairway, drenched in a natural glow from a high roof-light, rises to a
small landing which serves a double bedroom at the front, a twin
bedroom at the rear which can be made into a super-king size bed if
preferred., a small bunk bedroom with a roof-light and a bathroom with
bath, shower washbasin and toilet.

The ground floor is open plan throughout but retains privacy due to the
layout which has become very individual through alteration and
renovation both upstairs and downstairs.

A homely cottage with character, quite unique, and comfortably
furnished to offer a high standard of accommodation.

Middleham

Where the steep flanks of the dominant Penhill,
separating Wensleydale and Coverdale, gently
recede towards the convergence of the rivers
Ure and Cover the high fells of Wensleydale
are left behind but the southern hillsides of
Coverdale continue towards Witton Fell.

Here, as the valleys merge, sheltered from the
prevailing westerly weather on the lowest
reaches of Penhill sits Middleham.

The ancient sentinel protecting the once

: e 4
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important Pennine crossing to Skipton and
Lancashire.

There are two cobbled market places, each
with a stone cross, bordered by impressive
houses, large and small, many of them built
with pilfered stone from the castle.

In latter years the village has been extended
along the hillsides in contemporary guise but
still holds its serenity and history.

No longer a sentry guarding but now a major
centre for breeding and training racehorses.
This equestrian association and dependence is
reflected in the names of shops, cafes and
restaurants and so evident each day as the
strings of horses pass through the market
places to go and return from their training
gallops on the nearby moors.




Briar Cottage Middieham

In the quiet, upper market place there are small formal gardens which contrast with the ancient
cobbled areas. Briar cottage, dating from the 18th century, is part of a small terrace which sits on the
fringe of the cobbles looking over one of the gardens towards the torn ramparts of Middleham Castle.
Entry, at the front is to a reception room with Victorian fireplace that leads to a small dining room with
slate tiled floor which views out into the rear courtyard and an adjoining, well equipped, fully fitted,
shaker style kitchen with tiled worktops and slate floor. To the side of the reception room is a cosy
lounge with stone arched fireplace and inset stove.

A stairway rises from the lounge to a small landing serving three bedrooms and a shower room with
power shower, washbasin and toilet. One bedroom has a double bed, one has twin beds and the
other has a single bed. The double and twin rooms view out over the market place towards the
castle.

A stable door leads from the dining room to a shared courtyard with border gardens and a flagged
area for sitting. This courtyard area can also be reached from the market place through a private
alleyway, with a door, leading between the adjacent cottages.

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Coverdale

Coverdale is one of the most picturesque upper
dales, that stretches in relative quietude, over
thirteen miles from the bleak beauty of
Coverhead in the West, where many rivulets
cut deep into the peaty heathland giving birth to
the river Cover, to the small cobbled market
town of Middleham to the East, famous for its
racing stables and associations with Richard IlI,
once an inhabitant of Middleham Castle. The
skylines are dominated by the distinct and
majestic shapes of Great and Little Whernside
in the highdale to the craggs of Penhill and
Roova facing over the lower dale, each topped
with purple heather. There are many small
villages sitting high on the valley sides from
which rich meadows and pastureland reach
down to the banks of the Cover with occasional
rifts of heather thrusting low from the moors
between areas of settlement. Coverdale can
be used as a slow but scenic crossing of the
Pennines from Middleham to Skipton but the
road is very steep and narrow towards its
summit.

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Carlton coverdale

The village sits on the lower reaches of Penhill
facing south over the dale though high enough
to command views throughout Coverdale and
directly across the valley towards West
Scrafton and the distant crags of Roova that
break the southern skyline. Carlton is the
principal village in this hidden dale and referred
to locally as Carlton Town which perhaps
reflects it status and ambitions over many
generations. There are three ancient mounds
near the village, two Bronze Age barrows, or
burial mounds and one motte, or castle, dating
from the 11" Century confirming its ancient
beginnings. The Ancient Order of Foresters still
exists as a Friendly Society and takes to the
streets in full regalia during June of each year
to march through the village and enjoy a day of
celebration and thanksgiving mixed with fun
and games for young and old. A long straggling
village following the undulating escarpment for
over a mile with many bridleways and paths
leave the village to link into Walden,
Wensleydale and to farms and hamlets spread
across Coverdale. A village changing to
modern ways but still full of character and
charming Dal eds fol k.




The Old Post Office Carlton

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Towards the west end of the village Mel Beck springs from a rocky outcrop to flow down over small
cascades to pass through the village and join
The Old Post Office stands close to Mel Beck and a track that winds beside it upwards, toward the
moors and Penhill.

In the three miles travelled up the valley from
Carlton the hills have narrowed the valley and the
meadows have retreated towards the river. Here is
the village of Horsehouse, the last sizeable
settlement in the High Dale with its houses huddled
closely into the contours of the land under Fleensop
moor, looking towards the masses of Little
Whernside, Dead Mano6s Hi
dominating the southern horizon.

A village named because of its importance as a -

staging post for drovers, travellers and their horses. Originally an important link between
Wensleydale and the Cheshire salt mines then later the main coaching road from London to
Middleham and Richmond. Once a busy litle community with a church, two chapels, two public
houses and a school. Now both chapels and the school have closed but the church of Saint Botolph
still remains as does the Thwaite Arms public house. A place where footpaths still meet and lead to
other dales in spectacular moor land walks.

Bishopdale perhaps typifies our understanding
of an upland, glaciated valley with its steep
sides and flat bottom that was formed by great
ice movements in past ages, but is now gently
eroded by the lazy meandering of Bishopdale
Beck, the largest tributary of the river Ure in
Wensleydale.

The small valley has many outstanding natural
features but among the most spectacular are
the moorland streams that leave the high fells
and rush to the valley floor down wooded gills
where waterfalls and deep pools have been
carved into the hillside by cascading water
before it slows to the relative tranquillity of
Bishopdale Beck.

Bishhopdale is also a minor and extremely
picturesque trans-Pennine route that leaves the
valley at its head climbing the steep Kidstones
Bank to traverse the moor and descend into
Wharfedale and on to Skipton.

Newbiggin  sishopdale
In lower Bishopdale where the glacial

moraine and drumlins cause small

undulations in the landscape the village of
Newbiggin nestles close to the valley floor on
the south side of the dale.

The village is peaceful, long and linear with the
houses intermittent about a narrow street that is
linked to the B6160 by a minor road and small
lane but has no through traffic.

The Rookery Bishopdale

On a small knoll, facing south across the valley, sits The Rookery,
covering over two acres of woodland broken by cultivated lawns and
informal gardens. A wonderful place to explore, an island of tranquillity in
a dales landscape. The original country house has long since gone
leaving the stable block and courtyard which have been converted into
an impressive dwelling.

A private drive crosses parkland meadow to an impressive arched
entrance and flagged courtyard. Entrance to the house opens into a
spacious, well-equipped kitchen that includes an Aga stove. To one side
of the kitchen is a large dining room with woodburning stove that leads
through to the drawing room with a Victorian fireplace with woodburning
stove and period chandelier.

The double room, with brass bedstead, was
originally a kitchen for the ostler and still contains the original Victorian
kitchen range. The ceilings upstairs are vaulted into the roof space with
rafters, purlins and king posts exposed in various forms adding individual
character to each room.

The scale and setting of the house along with its unique style enhanced
by the retention of original features and enriched by period fittings, fine
furnishings and soothing colours makes this an enchanting place to stay.
The Rookery offers very spacious accommodation, with woodland
grounds and lawns that cannot be described as remote, in the true Dales
tradition, but a perfect hideaway haven none the less.

In the lower reaches of Bishopdale the steep valley
sides unfold and the high fells of Stake and Wasset
diminish as the valley is embraced by first Walden
to the south and then Wensleydale to the

north. The flat valley floor also rises and undulates
with drumlins and moraine deposited in the glacial
past, narrowing the dale and providing a platform to
bridge Bishopdale Beck.

Here is where the village of Thoralby nestles into
the southern slopes amongst rich meadows,
woodland and pasture with a vantage that views to
Bishopdale, the slopes of Wasset Fell, Penhill and on into Wensleydale. The village is small but
straggling with lanes and footpaths running to the higher fells or surrounding hamlets and
farmhouses.

The concept of Areas of Outstanding Natural
Beauty was first consi
along with the formation of the National Parks.
Unfortunately it took until 1994 before the
Nidderdale area was given its rightful
designation but the landscape is still as majestic
now as it was then. The designation is only
given to o6precious | an
character and natur al
protected and sustained for future generations.
The Nidderdale AONB is one of only 35 in
England and covers an area of 233 square miles
in North Yorkshire. To the north and west it
bounds the Yorkshire Dales National Park in the
high Pennine fells and to the south it follows the
River Wharfe to pass north of llkley and Otley.
To the east it skirts the townships of Masham
and Ripon but includes the World Heritage Sites
of Studley Royal and Fountains Abbey.

It is a varied landscape centred on Nidderdale
which runs from the remote moorland of Great
Whernside in the Pennines to the rich pastoral
land on the edge of the Vale of York.

Wonder at the natural rock features as diverse
as the cave formations at Stump Cross Caverns,
the fantastic shapes of Brimham Rocks and
deep narrows of How Stean Gorge as well as
the many crags and rocky escarpments. Enjoy
the eleven reservoirs which form large artificial
lakes that support tumults of water fowl and
other wild life as well as providing leisure
through fishing and water-sports. Idle by upland
streams and clear waterfalls. Follow some of the
extensive footpaths which lead through dale and
vale linking secluded villages, continue through
broadleaf woodland or traverse the wild moors
bringing the landscape and its nature closer with
every step. In the evenings enjoy the good food,
good ale and general banter in a local pub or
enjoy one of the many superb restaurants to be
found close at hand.

Near Galphay

On the western edge of the Vale of York
downstream from the
Masham the river Ure turns southeast gently
slipping away from the fading Pennine hills.
Minor tributaries with their becks and gills still
cut deep into the distant heights and merge into
greater flows to part the sloping Pennine flanks
and form an area of lesser rolling valleys which
was designated an Area of Outstanding Natural
Beauty in 1994.

The River Laver is one such tributary flowing on
its sinuous path over 10 miles to join the River
Skell on the outskirts of the small historic city of
Ripon. From the high pastures on the nearby
Pennines the Laver flows through undulating
meadows, occasional cornfields, woodland,
isolated farms and small villages linked by
winding lanes.

Kirkby Malzeard is the principal village of the
area with its own pubs, shops and a garage but
there are many other attractive villages to
explore such as Grantley, Winksley and
Galphay.

The Pennine beauty of Nidderdale, the country
Mansion of Grantley Hall, and the woodlands of
Hackfall are on the doorstep. The National
Trust World Heritage Site of Fountains Abbey
and the associated Studley Royal and Studley
Park are only a few miles away as are the
fantastic and often grotesque shapes of
Brimham Rocks, a natural geological formation
which covers over 50 acres of heather
moorland. Ripon, Harrogate and York are all
within easy driving distance as are the western
dales of the Yorkshire Dales National Park.

Mistle House is an interesting conversion of a former mistle
or cow byre and its associated grain stores which stands in
open countryside between the villages of Laverton and
Galphay.
